Refining curriculum

The department will be adopting
a new textbook and will be
phasing out the previous
textbook. Previous school-based
materials will be integrated and
migrated. Greater variety of
learning tasks will also be
integrated to cater to learner
diversity.

In Term 2, our school
implemented a new
vocabulary framework and
writing marking scheme to
better accommodate
learner diversity among
students. This initiative
aimed to provide concrete
study materials for students
to enhance their vocabulary
skills and introduce
measurable components for
assessing their writing
abilities.

The implementation
of the new
vocabulary
framework and
writing marking
scheme has been
viewed as a
successful endeavor.
